Overhead Doors - These 26
gauge roll-up doors come in a
variety of colors and styles to
fit every need and all are
available with or without
automatic openers. 

Dutch Doors - These
steel-clad, pre-hung
doors are great
maintenance-free
exterior doors.  Available
in a wide variety of colors,
these doors are ideal for letting plenty of light
and ventilation into your stalls.  These two
piece doors are shipped completely assembled.

Walk Doors - They are
pre-finished commercial white
or burnished slate color, with
solid core insulation and
complete hardware package.
Magnum Steel offers standard
insulated and non-insulated
steel walk doors in 3'x7'
(3070/single leaf), 4'x7'
(4070/single leaf), and 6'x7' (6070/double leaf).

Ridge Vents - Available in
10' sections, the 26-gauge
structural-quality galvalume
vents are available in mill
finish or white to really pull
the air through your building,
with or without operators.

Sliding Doors - They
are available in both
single and double
slide versions, in
widths ranging from
10' to 30' wide. Each
door comes with a galvanized track and frame,
to promote longevity and ease of operation.

Framed Openings - 
Factory located openings
that may be used for all
types and sizes of
commercial entry ways,
including storefront
glass, sliding, overhead,
and dutch doors.  

Circular Vents - Come in
20” and 24” models with
corrugated or flat flashing.
Each vent includes a bird
screen and features a
spring-loaded butterfly
damper which locks securely
open until released.

Louvers - They can be fixed
or operable, and they allow
you to pull fresh air into
your building. An insect
screen is included, and
louvers are available in
standard rectangle or
custom shapes.

Any of these BUILDING ACCESSORIES may be added to your Magnum Steel building:

Barn Stalls and Accessories - All Magnum Steel horse stalls and barn
accessories are made in the United States.  All doors are shipped
completely assembled, sanded, and ready to hang.  The inside edge of
each stall is clad with galvanized edging (bite guard) to prevent cribbing.
Vertical door edges are wrapped with a galvanized steel channel for
added protection and beauty. Magnum Steel provides custom doors,
mats, feeders and waterers for your stall kit. We also provide all
necessary components to make installation quick and simple.



Liner Panels –
Steel paneling that
is excellent for
finishing off the
inside of your
building.  The
panels are available
in 26 & 29 gauge
galvanized steel and are screwed into the wall
and/or roof framing.  Liner panels serve two
purposes; they give the interior a
finished look and they protect the insulation
and exterior walls.

Skylights and
Wall Lights -
These translucent
panels provide
inexpensive
lighting through
the roof and the
walls.  The UV-stabilized, light transmitting
panels are high strength translucent panels that
are made of glass fiber reinforced polyester.

Gutters and
Downspouts -
They control
the runoff
from the roof
while enhancing the look of the building and
help channel the runoff away from areas where
you don't want water to pool.  

Eave Canopies and
Roof Extensions - Canopies
create an overhang on the
sidewall, whereas a roof
extension creates an
overhang on the end wall.

Insulation - Consists of
blankets of woven
long-strand fiberglass that
are laminated on one side
to a vapor-barrier facing.
We use only "UL" rated
insulation of the highest
"R" value, available with
vinyl or reinforced
backings.

Windows - These
windows are
self-framing and self-
flashing. We offer
them with single or
double pane in a
wide variety of sizes. Optional thermal glass is
available as well. 

Door Canopies -  A projecting
roof system that is supported
and restrained at one end
only. Provides shade and
protection from inclement
weather for doors and windows.

Cupola - An outlet for
the natural flow of warm
air in an upward direction
is provided through the
louvered sides, while
adding charm to the
appearance of your steel
building.  Available in 2,
3, and 4 foot square
models in a wide variety
of colors to match your
building, and constructed of 29 gauge steel.

STANDARD FEATURES

Primary Framing

Solid I-beam Frames - single bead; continuous submerged
arc welded by automatic welding machines. By using a
higher yield strength material, a smaller web can be utilized
which means a space saving design.  A factory primer coat
is applied to help protect them during the erection process.

Endwall Frames and Columns - either cold-formed, mill-rolled
or built-up “I” sections depending on design requirements.

Secondary Framing

Purlins (in roof) - top mounted on the
rafter with a varied lap of 2’ to 6’ for
strength and cost savings in erection labor.
Maximum purlin spacing is 5’ on center.

Girts (in sidewall) - 8” or 10” to meet
design requirements.  Cold rolled Z-section,
13 to 16 gauge ASTM A-570, 50,000 psi
yield material is used to provide maximum
strength.  Bypass girt system overlaps at
sidewall columns forming a continuous
“beam” for extra strength.

Bracing - diagonal rod or cable bracing
may be supplied for roof and walls to remove longitudinal load from the structure as needed.

Eave Strut - cold formed C-section that is rolled for the appropriate roof pitch, to help insure
weather tightness at the eave.

Sheeting Angle - a continuous sheeting angle supplied for attachment of the sheeting, at the
rake of the building, for ease of installation. 

Base Angle - a continuous angle, supplied for the attachment of the base of the sheeting to the
concrete.  It is attached to the concrete with ram sets or equivalent anchors.

Sheeting

• All coil steel with galvalume coating standard 
1.25oz hot dripped on each side.

• 80,000 psi yield material is standard for every building.
• Deeper, high-rib sheeting with more frequent 

corrugations provides extra strength.
• Purlin bearing rib provides a better weather-tight seal

between roof sheets.

Pre-formed High Rib Ridge Cap Panel - matches the slope and pro-
file of adjoining roof panels to help insure constant alignment and
weather tightness.

Long Overlap - provided to help prevent water from siphoning into
the building.

Trimming – gable corners and eaves with standard trim material
for a finished look.

Fasteners
Structural Bolts – meet all requirements of ASTM standards.

Self-drilling and Self-tapping Fasteners - pre-assembled with neoprene washers and metal caps to
help insure weather tightness.

Closures and Sealants
Closed Cell Neoprene Strips or Plugs - with self-adhesive backing; used to help seal buildings.

Sealant - roof side laps, end laps, and flashing at gable to help insure weather tightness.

Plans and Drawings
Engineer Certified Blueprints - wall and roof framing diagrams, cross sections, and sheeting and
flashing details are provided with a letter from a certified engineer.

General Erection Manual - provides step-by-step instructions for easy assembly.

Part Numbers and Components - part numbers coincide with a detailed listing contained in the
construction drawings and shipping list to help with assembly of the
building.  Anchor bolt plans and building reactions for
foundation design are provided.
